Students must meet the following admission requirements to take Education courses at CSU:
eCompletion of 30 credit hours of college-level work

©2.75 cumulative GPA

e Earn agrade of "B-" or better in at least one college-level English and one college-level Math course OR

Earn a composite score of 20 on the ACT OR

Earn a sub-score of 18 on the Math and English & Reading sections of the ACT or equivalent normed assessment of mathematical, reading and writing achievement.

eSuccessful completion of a civilian background check for both BCI/FBI.

CSU requiresa minimum of 120 total credit hours for graduation. At least 30 credits must be completed in-residence at CSU. At least 24 of the in-residence credits must be completed at the upper division
(300/400) level. An overall total of 30 upper division (300/400) level credits are required. Students deficient in total credits or in-residence must take additional elective credits to meet the minimum

requirements.

This Transfer Pathway completes the Associate of Arts degree, which must total at least 60 semester credits and includes at least 36 credits of the Ohio Transfer 36 (OT36)courses, which are approved Tri-C general
